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As required by the US Department of Commerce’s State Broadband
Data and Development Grant Program, if broadband service is
available to at least one household in a census block, then for

mapping purposes, that census block is reported to have some level of
broadband availability. As such, broadband availability at an exact
address location cannot be guaranteed.  Providers supplying more

specific data than census block are displayed as such.
